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I. Call To Order

Christina Blair called the meeting to order at 12:00 on March 17, 2009.

II. Housing Advisory Committee Results

Dan Bradhurst reported out that he had received a good response from the community regarding the County CHIP application.  The county was not funded in 2009.  The county will apply for approximately $500,000 for home repair (13/year), new construction to partner NSP funds ($20,000 of which will go to Habitat), TBRA Vouchers, Homeless Prevention dollars, and Private Owner Rehab.  The target area includes Jeffersonville and Bloomingburg.  The county must reserve $100,000 for the target area for the first year, but may use the funds, given reasonable marketing efforts failing in the target area, towards other areas in the county.  They will begin taking a waiting list this summer and provided they receive the funding will begin implementation in early October.  

III. Point in Time Results

Christina Blair provided a presentation on the 2010 Point in Time Count Results.  There were 80 individuals counted this year.  24 of those counted were unsheltered.  The Well at Sunnyside served as the Homeless Project Connect location this year.  The Continuum will hold a Summer Point in Time Count.
IV. Emergency Food & Shelter 2010 Requests

The Community Action Commission of Fayette County administers Emergency Food and Shelter Funds.  We do not know if there will be stimulus funds again this year.  The requests for funding this year are as follows:

V. Agency Updates
Stephani Payton- Victim/Witness will hold its 3rd Annual Remembrance Celebration on April 20th at 6:30 PM.  I-Team will hold a case review tomorrow.

Amy Jackson – This past month Fayette Veteran’s Service provided services to 110 Veterans.  73 – CAC, Commission on Aging, and 3 C Cab; 26 Food Assistance; 4 Gas Vouchers, 1 water bill, 1 DP&L bill; 2 Vectren bills; 3 house payments; for a total of $7,613.74 spent.  Luckily there were no homeless Veteran’s this month.   It is hard in the county to place a homeless man without a job and it is very hard to for Amy personally to turn homeless veterans away because Fayette County does not have a homeless shelter for men. Fayette County Veteran Services can help veterans find a home if they have income to pay for a home.  It is very hard to place a veteran into a home without any income because they will not be able to make the monthly payments…Fayette County Veteran Services can only offer temporary help not permanent help.  No income is a problem for receiving house payments.  

Whitney Gentry – United Way raised $155,000 this past year.  The goal for this year, due to the downturn in the economy and plant closings, is $136,000.  Applications for funding will be available beginning April 1st.  United Way has 24 funded agencies.  They will have some tough decisions to make this year.

Steve Wilson – The SRO is full with 20 applications on hand.

Cheryl Royster – The 20th Annual Community Health Fair will be held April 24th.  They will do extra blood work, have Benefit Bank counselors available, and they are conducting a blood drive.  Please contact Cheryl for an appointment.
Mike Gibbons-Camp – SEOLS is doing business as usual.  Fayette County lags behind other counties in referrals.  Mike reminded everyone that foreclosures are continuing to increase for both the month and year, however fewer people are getting foreclosed on due to the bank’s willingness to negotiate.

Karen Lowe – It is now required that 7th Graders will need an update on their tetanus before this fall for both school districts.  The Health Department provided 1,000 regular flu and H1N1 shots this season.  United Way funds medications, women’s health, immunizations, and cholesterol screenings.

Carol West – LIFE Pregnancy Center moved their life skills classes to Rose Avenue.  They will hold the  10th Annual Love of Life Banquet & Auction Saturday April 10th.  The Silent Auction begins at 5:00, the banquet at 6:00, Live Auction at 7:00.  Adult tickets cost $10 and children 10 and under cost $5.  The event will be held at the South Side Church of Christ.
Sue Raypole – Goodwill’s Grand Reopening was a success.  Sue thanked all of the agencies present that participated, including LIFE Pregnancy, the Health Department, Community Action, and Self Help Housing.  The newspaper was very helpful.  Sue reminded everyone that Goodwill’s stores fund their programs for the handicapped and otherwise unemployable.  The Washington Court House expansion will allow Goodwill to provide additional services.  Sue modeled her bargain outfit from Goodwill.
Franco Palma – The city and county are both applying for CHIP.  If funded, that will bring over $500,000 for each grant application.  The MHA will manage the TBRA and Emergency Housing Assistance Programs. 

Chris Wonjo – Fayette County is applying for the Neighborhood Revitalization Program.  They will apply for $300,000 for flood drainage and other activities.

Gaye Huffman – surprisingly the shelter is not full.  
Wanda Woods – the Homeless Prevention Pilot has several openings.

Stacey Johnson – the Homeless Prevention Pilot can only take families with minor children or individuals who pay child support.  The Youthbuild kids will be taking a psychology class at SSCC.  

Tina Dahmer – Self Help Housing has filled all of the Frankfort and Washington Court House slots and they are applying for a new grant.  Tina also discussed the Benefit Bank and the tax clinics held at the Well at Sunnyside.  The Benefit Bank may also be used to apply for food stamps, medical, HEAP, and many other benefits.

Christina Blair – The HPRP Region 7 meeting will be held tomorrow.  The County’s system change worksheet has been turned in.  Fayette County will decrease the amount of time families spend in shelter.  Christina reminded everyone that under HPRP we are going to prevent families from entering shelter by focusing our resources on targeting individuals and families who are going to become literally homeless.  The SSCC will implement a service-based curriculum to assist in the homeless/homeless prevention programs.  The PM Fight Club has already raised $2,000 for Community Action and will donate a portion of their profits from “The Fight for Hunger.”
